Born in May 1944, Professor Hervé Thiriez is an expert on mathematical mode​ling, particularly on risk modeling and on spreadsheet modeling. 

He has published 25 books and over 400 papers and articles, and created 8 microcomputer-related journals and newsletters. He also participated in the funding of 18 businesses in venture capital.
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After his Ph.D. thesis, “Airline Crew Scheduling: A Group Theoretic Approach” (the thesis optimization  model was bought by American Airlines), Professor Thiriez began his career as an Assistant Professor at MIT in 1969, teaching Operations Research at the Sloane School and creating a consulting company with Professor Simpson, his thesis advisor. 

In 1970, he returned to France for a one-year military service as a scientific consultant. Since then, he has been teaching Management Science at Groupe HEC, where he is a Full Professor. 

He is the CEO of Logma, a consulting company, and the distributor of Crystal Ball and Risk Kit in France. He also “O.R. Software Editor” of EJOR, the European Journal of Operations Research from January 1987 to June 2000: his increasing workload prevented him from continuing.

In 1990, he created “La lettre d’Excel”, the leading French newsletter on Excel (24 pages and a floppy, 6 times per year), which he published until October 2005.
In October 2005, he created the http://monsieur-excel.blogspot.com/ blog.
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He was distinguished by receiving in January 2009 the title of Excel MVP (Most Valuable Professional). 

This award recognizes, according to Microsoft, “those members of the general public who devote their time and considerable computing skills, on a voluntary basis, to help users in distress in the various newsgroups hosted by Microsoft”. There are currently only three other persons in France who share this title.

He has developed several hundred models for more than 100 businesses, mostly of them major companies, in more than 10 different countries. Recent modeling references (since 2005): Aéroports de Paris, Arianespace, CILAS, Coface, Dassault Systèmes, EADS, Electricité de France, Eramet, Gaz de France, Johnson & Johnson, RTE, Sanofi Aventis and SKF. He has a broad experience of consulting in France, several countries in Europe and the US.
